UPDATE:  FUSE now has transitioned to Open Select.
2.
Operations and Test Issues
a. Customer Data Playback Operations

The WDISC Playback option is an undeveloped feature of the WDISC system.  It is discussed in the WDISC Requirements Document.  In the past WDISC customers have not requested this feature.  However, future customers are expressing a desire for this ability.  Members of the WDISC SERB have discussed this option previously but with changes to IONET restrictions, preliminary proposed playback configurations were made unfeasible.  With the advent of future customer playback requests, David Glasscock proposed a scheme to address this feature.  Recently he and Merri Benjamin put their ideas into a Requirement Review Board (RRB) presentation.
Follow up:  David Glasscock gave his presentation, “WDISC Dynamic Desktop Implementation” to Harold Brockelsby/WSC STADIR.  Harold Brockelsby took an action to “better understand the NASA vision for WDISC-like functionality”.
b.
It is anticipated that SNAS will be the remote scheduling interface.  This allows for greater flexibility to the customer.

c.
Items to consider for new configuration:

1. New NASA mandate for upgrade from IP Version 4 to Version 6.  Driven by OMB mandate.  David Glasscock will look into whether the NIC Board will have to be upgraded.
2. Need to upgrade from NT to XP.  However, Legacy PTPs cannot support XP.

3. Will Avtec support of new upgrades?  Currently Avtec supports WSC WDISC with a maintenance contract.

4. Current SN data hold requirement is 50 hours.  Need to develop future design for greater hold.

5. Potential changes to NISN firewall restrictions and IONet configurations (Open, Restrictive, etc.).

d.
There was discussion of NISN attempting to change path connections that will not entail the OPEN IONet.  Customers desiring to use SN resources for CMD and TLM but want to be upgraded past “Mission Critical” status.
e.
David Glasscock and Merri Benjamin will develop a configuration plan that will address new system configuration, requirements, and challenges.  Plan anticipated ready in July 2007.

3. Hardware Issues

a. David Glasscock stated that there is not a user disk space storage problem.
b. PTP Expansion

Discussion centered on having an additional pair of PTPs at both WSC sites.  With a potential transfer to XP, need to consider new version of Avtec application as well as Monarch cards.  Need to determine which Monarch cards to consider: generic Monarch, Monarch-E, or the EX version.  Also need to consider which cards to replace the Legacy AT-HSIO2 boards.

A question arose as to the transitioning of early WDISC customers (ex: EO-1), to Open Select mode and whether this turns customers away.  “No”.  Just have to change the SSCs.  The new automated WDISC system will address this.
Jim Baker raised the issue of future modifications addressing Virtual Channel assignments.  Need to include basic characteristics for design of WDISC server.

Post meeting, Howard Washington submitted the following OMB-NIST URL pertaining to OMB mandated Federal security standards, as well as a NIST pdf index guide that’s a repository of standards documents titles and numbers. See Attachment for the Guide.
