WDISC Expansion Test Case 12 - NT Monitor

1. Objectives:

Objectives for this test case are to verify the remote NT workstation functions.

2.  Requirements/functions being tested:

The operational functions being tested are:

a. Remote access, view and control of the PTPs from the NT workstation via Radmin

b. File transfer from the NT workstation to the PTPs via Radmin

c. Remote access and control of the PTPs via the NT CONSOLE application

3.  Configuration for Testing:

The NT workstation has been networked with the PTPs.  Radmin has been loaded and configured on the NT workstation and on all the PTPs.  Operator accounts have been set up so that an operator can log on the NT workstation and use Radmin and select to remotely connect to any of the PTPs.

Additionally, CONSOLE icons for each PTP have been placed in a CONSOLE folder on the NT workstation desktop.  The default port connections have been set to 5000, 5001, and 5002 for Board 1, Board 2, and Board 3, respectively.

A test file was created the NT workstation C:\Ptp_User\Test directory.

4.  Test Procedure:

At each of the PTPs, the SERVER windows will be opened for monitoring.  From the NT workstation, connections will be made to a PTPs via Radmin, selecting the remote view function to verify the SERVER windows are also viewed on the NT workstation monitor.  This will be repeated with connections to all the PTPs.  

From the NT workstation, connections will be made to a PTPs via Radmin/control function. Once the connection is made, the CONSOLE window will be opened and a desktop loaded to verify control of the PTP from the NT workstation.  This will be repeated for each PTP.  The PTP monitor will be view to verify the desktops are being loaded.  

From the NT workstation, connections will be made to a PTP via Radmin/file transfer function and the test file will be copied to the PTP C:\misc directory.  This will be repeated for each PTP.

From the NT workstation, each CONSOLE icon will be opened and a desktop loaded.  From the PTP Server window, the loading of the desktop will be verified.

5.  Test Results:

Connections were made from the NT workstation to each PTP using Radmin, and the NT workstation monitor displayed the PTP SERVER windows.

From the NT workstation, using Radmin, connection to each PTP was established and no problems were noted with the loading of a desktop for each connection.

The test file was successfully transferred from the NT workstation to each of the PTP.

From the NT workstation desktop, using the CONSOLE icons, connection and loading a desktop for each of the PTP was successful.   It was noted that at most 4 CONSOLE applications could be running when the Desktop EO1Bbdx.dtp was loaded as the NT workstation CPU usage was at it's limit.
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
